On
your journey of faith, 1 Peter 1:13 says,
“Prepare your minds for action, be self-
controlled; set your hope fully on the grace to
be given you when Jesus Christ is revealed.”

Our journey of faith continues as we
study from Hebrews when Jesus completed a
Jewish man’s journey of faith by making the
final sacrifice for OUR sins. Hebrews 12:2
says, “Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author
and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set
before him endured the cross, scorning its
shame and sat down at the right hand of the
throne of God.” Of course, Hebrews 11, the
Faith Chapter, points to how faith was what

was important in the lives of the Old
Testament Saints. It is by faith, but our
journey of faith is not a blind faith. Hebrews
11:1 says, “Now faith is being sure of what
we hope for and certain of what we do not
see.” Also, we always need to remember
Hebrews 9:14, “How much more, then, will
the blood of Christ, who through the eternal
Spirit offered himself unblemished to God,
cleanse our consciences from acts that lead to
death, so that we may serve the living God!”

I encourage you to take a step of faith.
Trust the Lord as your personal Lord and
Savior. Begin your journey of faith by taking
God’s Word, memorizing it, and applying it
to every element in your life.
